i REVOCATION OF ADMISSION

1. If an applicant is found to have submitted falsified or forged documents or hires a substitute test
taker, the application will be disqualified and the admission and enrollment will be revoked even after
admission registration process is completed. In this case, the tuition and entrance fee will not be
refunded.

2. If an applicant receives admission from more than one university in a given semester, he/she can
only confirm his/her registration in one university only. You are responsible to decline your
admission or submit the official withdrawal to those which you do not wish to attend.

3. If a graduate-to-be applicant fails to graduate by the due date, the admission and enrollment will be
revoked.

4. If the Ministry of Justice refuses to issue a student visa (D-2) for the applicant, the admission will be
revoked. The applicant may be regarded as voluntarily withdrawing from Myongji University if his/her
visa is rejected after the semester starts.
